28 But if | by the Spirit of God cast out demons, then
God’s Kingdom has come upon you. 29 Or how can one enter into the house of the strong man,
and plunder his goods, unless he first bind the strong man? Then he will plunder his house.”

For you tithe mint, dill, and
cumin, and have left undone the weightier matters of the law: justice, mercy, and faith. But you
ought to have done these, and not to have left the other undone. 24 You blind guides, who strain
out a gnat, and swallow a camel! 25 “Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you clean
the outside of the cup and of the platter, but within they are full of extortion and unrighteousness.

59 1 tell you, you will by no means get out of
there, until you have paid the very last penny.”

4
Or those eighteen, on whom the tower in Siloam fell and killed them; do you think that they were
worse offenders than all the men who dwell in Jerusalem? 5 | tell you, no, but, unless you repent,
you will all perish in the same way.”

29 Or perhaps,
when he has laid a foundation, and is not able to finish, everyone who sees begins to mock him,
30 saying, ‘This man began to build, and wasn’t able to finish.”

13 Not many days after, the
younger son gathered all of this together and traveled into a far country. There he wasted his
property with riotous living. 14 When he had spent all of it, there arose a severe famine in that
country, and he began to be in need. 15 He went and joined himself to one of the citizens of that
country, and he sent him into his fields to feed pigs. 16 He wanted to fill his belly with the husks
that the pigs ate, but no one gave him any. 17 But when he came to himself he said, ‘How many
hired servants of my father’s have bread enough to spare, and I’'m dying with hunger! 18 I will get
up and go to my father, and will tell him, “Father, I have sinned against heaven, and in your sight.

23 Bring the fattened calf, kill it, and let’s eat, and celebrate; 24 for
this, my son, was dead, and is alive again. He was lost, and is found.” Then they began to celebrate.
25 “Now his elder son was in the field. As he came near to the house, he heard music and dancing.
26 He called one of the servants to him, and asked what was going on. 27 He said to him, ‘Your
brother has come, and your father has killed the fattened calf, because he has received him back
safe and healthy.” 28 But he was angry, and would not go in. Therefore his father came out, and
begged him. 29 But he answered his father, ‘Behold, these many years I have served you, and I
never disobeyed a commandment of yours, but you never gave me a goat, that | might celebrate
with my friends. 30 But when this your son came, who has devoured your living with prostitutes,
you killed the fattened calf for him.’

31 “He said to him, ‘Son, you are always with me, and all that is mine is yours. 32 But it was
appropriate to celebrate and be glad, for this, your brother, was dead, and is alive again. He was
lost, and is found.’”

Luke 16:1-8

1 “There was a certain rich man who had a manager. An accusation was made to him that this man
was wasting his possessions. 2 He called him, and said to him, ‘What is this that I hear about you?
Give an accounting of your management, for you can no longer be manager.’

3 “The manager said within himself, ‘What will I do, seeing that my lord is taking away the
management position from me? I don’t have strength to dig. I am ashamed to beg. 4 I know what
I will do, so that when I am removed from management, they may receive me into their houses.’

8 “His lord commended the dishonest manager because he had done wisely, for the children of
this world are, in their own generation, wiser than the children of the light.”

Yes, even the dogs came and licked
his sores. 22 The beggar died, and he was carried away by the angels to Abraham’s bosom. The
rich man also died, and was buried. 23 In Hades, he lifted up his eyes, being in torment, and saw
Abraham far off, and Lazarus at his bosom.

27 “He said, ‘I ask you therefore, father, that you would send him to my father’s house; 28 for I
have five brothers, that he may testify to them, so they won’t also come into this place of torment.’
29“But Abraham said to him, ‘They have Moses and the prophets. Let them listen to them.’

30 “He said, ‘No, father Abraham, but if one goes to them from the dead, they will repent.’ 31
“He said to him, ‘If they don’t listen to Moses and the prophets, neither will they be persuaded if
one rises from the dead.””

Whoever seeks to save his life loses it, but whoever loses his life preserves it. 34 | tell you, in that
night there will be two people in one bed. One will be taken and the other will be left. 35 There
will be two grinding grain together. One will be taken and the other will be left.”

37 “Where the body is, there the vultures will also be gathered together.”

Luke 18:2-8

2 “There was a judge in a certain city who didn’t fear God, and didn’t respect man. 3 A widow was
in that city, and she often came to him, saying, ‘Defend me from my adversary!” 4 He wouldn’t

14 But | have a few things against you, because you have there some
who hold the teaching of Balaam, who taught Balak to throw a stumbling block before the children
of Israel, to eat things sacrificed to idols, and to commit sexual immorality. 15 So you also have
some who hold to the teaching of the Nicolaitans likewise. 16 Repent therefore, or else | am coming
to you quickly, and I will make war against them with the sword of my mouth. 17 He who has an
ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the assemblies. To him who overcomes, to him I will give
of the hidden manna, and I will give him a white stone, and on the stone a new name written, which
no one knows but he who receives it.”

18 “To the angel of the assembly in Thyatira write:

“The Son of God, who has his eyes like a flame of fire, and his feet are like burnished brass, says
these things:

19 “T know your works, your love, faith, service, patient endurance, and that your last works are
more than the first. 20 But | have this against you, that you tolerate your woman, Jezebel, who
calls herself a prophetess. She teaches and seduces my servants to commit sexual immorality,
and to eat things sacrificed to idols.

give authority over the nations. 27 He will rule them with a rod of iron, shattering them like clay
pots; as | also have received of my Father: 28 and | will give him the morning star. 29 He who
has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the assemblies.”
